Year 10 will be tested on a full GCSE Business Paper 1. The content covered in year 10 is covered in this first paper, which means it will provide an overall view of how students have progressed with the year’s content. 
Students are expected to show knowledge of key business concepts and skills of application to real business case studies, analysis and evaluation. Using a full exam paper enables students to show how their skills are developing and teachers to assess any additional support that may be needed in the classroom.
Marks will be awarded in line with the exam board (Edexcel) mark schemes. Grades will be given in line with the latest grade boundaries (2024). Before marking takes place there will be a departmental standardisation meeting to ensure consistency of marking across the department.
