Crucifixion: This is the way Jesus was killed by being nailed to the cross.
Teachings:
It allowed Christians to have eternal life: “For God so loved the world that he gave his only son so that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life.”(Bible)
It took away people’s sins: “Christ died for our sins.” (Bible)
Influences:
Belief
Influence
Shows God’s love for humans as he died for them
Christians will pray and worship God more to show their gratitude
It  allows sins to be forgiven so long as people believe in and accept Jesus’ sacrifice 
They will be encouraged to believe faithfully in Jesus’ teachings and follow them like ‘Love your neighbour.’

Sin: this is an action that breaks God’s law and separates a person from God.

Original Sin:
This is the sin of Adam and Eve when Satan tempts them to disobey God by eating from the forbidding tree. Christians believe everyone is born with the Original Sin and need to accept Jesus in order to be forgiven. 

Jesus as a Saviour: Jesus’ death acts as a sacrifice to atone for the sins of people. This is why Jesus is referred to as the ‘saviour’.

Teachings:
Jesus died so that Christians’ sins could be forgiven: ‘Christ died for our sins.’ (Bible)
Jesus is a sacrifice for the sins of people: In the Bible Jesus is referred to as ‘the lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world.’

Jesus – Parables:Stories Jesus told to teach moral and spiritual messages. 
Teachings:
The Parable of the Sheep and the Goats: Jesus told a story that, on judgement day people will be divided into good and bad based on how they have treated others. Those who were good (the sheep) will have eternal life in heaven, those who were bad (the goats) will go to hell.   
“Then those ‘goats’ will be herded to their eternal doom, but the ‘sheep’ to their eternal reward.” (Bible)

The Parable of the Sheep and Goats

Christians will do good deeds so that when they are judged, they are placed of the right. 
The Parable of the Good Samaritan

Christians will love their neighbours by showing help and compassion to those who need it.



Jesus – Miracles:An event which shows power beyond what is normal, usually thought to be the work of God.
Teachings:
The miracles prove God is all-powerful: ‘Nothing is impossible with God.’(Bible)



Influences:
Belief
Influence
Feeding 5000 people with five loaves of bread and two fish. 
Christians will pray to God when they want something as they know He will provide them with what they need.
Healing a blind man 



This influences Christians become a doctor or nurse so they can help others recover from illnesses and live a better life. 


Christianity: Christianity is the world’s largest religion. All Christians share the same core beliefs: 

 
Bible:The Christian Bible has two sections:
The Old Testament – Sacred scriptures of the Jewish faith. 
The New Testament- Written by Christians and includes the Gospels. 
Influences:

New Testament contains stories and teachings on the life of Jesus
Christians will follow the teachings and examples of Jesus.
Bible is used for Christian worship - privately and publicly.
Christians use the Bible during church services e.g. Holy communion or at home for private devotion.

The Trinity :The Trinity is a way of describing the three ways of being God:God the Father,  God the Son &God the Holy Spirit.
Teachings: (Bible)
God the Father:“For by him all things were created; things in the heaven and on earth” 
God the Holy Spirit:“You will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you” 

Influences:
Belief
Influence
God the Father:
The loving creator and the sustainer of the universe.
Christians will look after the planet and all living creatures as they know it was created by God the Father.
God the Son: 
Was sent to save humanity from their sins.
Christians will stay away from sin and instead follow the teachings of Jesus. This is because they want to show their gratitude to him. 
God the Holy Spirit: 
This is there to strengthen a Christian’s faith and guide them throughout life.
Christians will stay close to their faith and feel comforted even through difficult times because they know they are always being guided. 


The Nature of God: This refers to what God is like in Christianity – what characteristics God is said to have. 
Teachings:
God is all-powerful:Nothing is impossible with God.’(Bible)
God is (all-loving):For God so loved the world that he gave his only son so that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life.’ (Bible)
Influences:
Belief
Influence
God is all powerful (omnipotent)
Christians will pray to God and ask him for help as they know he has the power to help. 
God is Just
Christians will not take revenge as they know God will give them justice in the afterlife 

Incarnation (Birth of Jesus) :This refers to when God became human in the form of Jesus. 
Teachings:
It was a Virgin birth: Mary was“found to be pregnant through the Holy Spirit.” (Bible)
The Bible specifically refers to God becoming human: “The word (Jesus) became flesh and lived among us.’(Bible)
Influences:
Belief
Influence
The incarnation shows that God became fully human through Jesus. He was able to feel human pain and emotion. 
Christians feel that God is able to help them better as he can understand what they are going through. 
The incarnation happens through a miracle – the Virgin Birth
Christians will understand that this makes Jesus the son of God as only God could be born through a miracle.




Christian Beliefs


Resurrection: This is the belief that Jesus rose from the dead on Easter day. 
Teachings:
The resurrection of Jesus shows that resurrection is possible for everyone: ‘The truth is that Christ has been raised from death, as the guarantee that those who sleep in death will also be raised.’ (Bible)
Proves Jesus is God.‘[Jesus] was shown with great power to be the Son of God by being raised from death.’(Bible)

Influences:
Belief
Influence
Shows that people will be resurrected
Christians will lose their fear of death as they know there is a heaven afterwards 
Proves Jesus is God 
They will follow Jesus’ teachings closely as they believe it is from God
