Year 9 Assessment 
Students will complete an analysis of an extract from Romeo and Juliet.  This will be marked out of 30 which reflects the GCSE mark scheme.  Students have studied the contextual influences that informed the play and it’s themes.  They have looked a the WQSF structure of analysis, which they will be encouraged to use in their assessment.
Assessments will be moderated in department time. 
Assessment objectives: 
A01- Response to question and quote or reference from the text.
A02- Analysis of language 
A03- Context
Revision: 
WQSF- Writer/Quote or Question/Significance/Furthermore
Character- personality traits for the main characters and their relationship to one another.   Where they fit within the hierarchy of the story and what they represent to a Shakespearean audience.  
Themes – Masculinity, parent and child relationships, love and conflict.  
Context – What life was like at the time of writing.  Why and how the story deals with issues from the time period.  

Revision tasks: 
· Create a mind map of the themes of the play and link to how they appear in the play
· Create a character profile for one (or more) of the characters 
· Create timeline of the events so far in the play
· Write down five ideas about life in Shakespeare’s time and how this is represented in the play
· Using the three quotes below annotate them with analysis of the language choices and contextual references
“A plague on both your houses” 
“My only love sprung from my only hate” 
“These violent delights have violent ends”
